Understanding the Mass 

The Mass now invites us to 

the altar for the reception of 

Holy Communion. The priest 

elevates the Host and Chalice 

saying, “Behold the Lamb of 

God; behold Him who takes 

away the sins of the world. Blessed are those who 

are called to the supper of the Lamb.” The people 

respond, “Lord, I am not worthy that you should 

enter under my roof, but only say the word and my 

soul shall be healed.” Those receiving Communion 

now process to the altar.  

As the priest offers us Holy Communion, he says, 

“The Body of Christ,” and we express our belief by 

saying, “Amen.” It is the resurrected, glorified Body 

and Blood of Christ we are receiving. The Body and 

Blood of Christ have been united in the  

commingling. Therefore, the Chalice of his sacred 

Blood may or may not be offered depending on 

circumstances.
